MEMORIAL AWARD RULES

TO BE INCLUDED IN THE MEMORIAL AWARD COMPETITION, CONTESTANTS NEED TO ADHERE TO THE FOLLOWING RULES: 

1. Provide the costume, accessories and research materials at the time and location specified by the Showcase Chairman.

2. The following background documentation must accompany the costume at the time of Memorial Award Judging:

a. Statement of Designer: A brief, signed, statement explaining motivation, inspiration and interpretation of costume(s).

b. Plot summary and plot description of costume(s), if entered in theatrical category.

c. Background research and bibliography of books and materials used to create costume(s).

d. Early design sketches and final color rendering of costume(s).

e. Fabric swatches and list of materials used in costume(s).

f. At least three photographs of the costume(s) in progress.

g. Other information the designer deems pertinent.

Note: The above-referenced information should NOT be sent to the Showcase Chairman. 

3. Each display may use one half of a display table.

4. Participants must delete shop name from prominence in the formal display.

5. Memorial Award competition participants must adhere to the time deadlines for display set-up and must exit the room when notified by the Memorial Awards Chairperson. 

6. Each participant displays at his/her own risk and neither the NCA or the hotel are responsible for losses or damages. 

7. Each participant must retrieve his/her costume and all display materials at the announced time. 
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
